You can’t help but smile when you see 
the LifeSpaceJourney Shuttlecock light. 
It’s absurdly whimsical. This cutiepie can 
be positioned on the floor or hung, so 
despite its fun form, it’s a functional light.  
If you feel like a splurge, it’s a brilliant 
choice for a child’s room.

Last but not least, my heart skips a 
beat for Michael Anastassiades and his 
enchanting lighting. Almost impossible 
for me to choose to just one, I’d suggest 
visiting the Mobilia showroom to peruse 
his beautiful forms.

I’ll concede and single out this classic Tip 
of the Tongue piece. The exploration of 

balance and weightlessness combined 
with material selection, this is a lamp that 
can be used as a bedside or to cascade 
light down a hallway. Its mouth-blown 
sphere emanates a flame-like radiance.
